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Abstract

The search paper (The intellectual and aesthetic dimensions of
the winged bull body in ancient Iraq) consists of four chapters. The
first is about the search paper systematic frame including the search
paper's problem which is focused on the following questions: Does
the winged bull, in its architectural body, carry intellectual and
aesthetic dimensions in addition to its functional dimension or is it
limited on the functional dimension¢ Does the producer (artist or
