1. Apply financial evaluation tools and methods, such as
the Net Present Value (NPV) method and the Internal
Rate of Return (IRR), to make capital investment
decisions.

2. .Analyze companies financial statements to evaluate
their financial performance and identify their
strengths and weaknesses.

3. .ldentify the factors affecting the cost of capital in
companies.
