Through this subject, the student learns about
the first beginnings of human existence in Mesopotamia, and through it, he studies
the developments that occurred in his life and links them to the natural events that
accompanied those developments at that time, which contributed to drawing
historical events. This in turn led to the emergence of historical events through
ALl g o et which researchers were able to divide those long periods into historical eras, each of
which had its own characteristics and features that distinguished it from the rest of
the other eras. Among the features of those eras is that they were sequential, one
complementing the other until reaching the stage of political and cultural vigour that
was completed during the first half of the first millennium BC in ancient
Mesopotamia.

Among the features of those eras is that they were sequential,
one complementing the other until reaching the stage of political and cultural
vigour that was completed during the first half of the first millennium BC in ancient
Mesopotamia.
