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Abstract
Research's Problem:

The Arabic grammar is considered the elements of exciting the
Arabic language in which its speakers don't make mistake. The creative
human beings ability has connected with using of language by organized
rules called on Arabic structure that connected the excited thinking
meaning in the human's mind with sounds they have pronounced them.
The mistake in the perfection of language's words has led to the mistake to
convey the intended meaning; then it leads to fail to understand it.

The grammar is considered the basic center of the Arabic language,
the word's subject has limited by it because of the Arabic language is an
inflection language, it has not appear abstract of inflection at any time;
until it becomes from its significance features, the grammar is the
language's rule and the balance of its qualification.

In spite of the grammar has importance in the language's soundness,
but it has not enthusiasm by some studiers as the literature and scientific
studies. The instructors of other curriculum materials have not obligated
with grammar base and they don't directed their students with language's
facts.

The averse from grammatical lessen has been still excited and it is
not new. The grammar's difficulty has become complex problem, at the
present time it is strongest and most difficult. The students' levels in the
different studying stages are very low, so that we find the continuous
complain by everybody instructors and studiers. They due to the reasons to
the bigger of grammatical structures, multi-opinions about them, and
neglect the classical Arabic in the different studying stages.

The grammar Arabic has not enthusiasm by some of temporary
studiers like the other literature and scientific studies. Most of students are

feeling that grammatical structure is complex and difficult, and they are

complaining they are not understand and not useful it, because its study has
become wide addition to the justification and philosophy. In general the
weakness students in the Arabic language and grammar in particular have
taken a great attention by specialists with this language and its studying
methods. The many of students’ grammatical mistakes either in the talk or
in the writing are the features of this weakness.

The researcher has shown on the studies have proved to excite many
difficulties in the grammatical structures; and the students are unable to
employ grammatical structure in the needed situation them.

Hence, the researcher has found that it is necessary to make a study
deals with the difficulties grammar that face the students of Arabic
languages department of Arts Colleges by viewpoint of instructors and
students, in order to discover with objectively about difficulties that face

the students in the grammar structure and it impede their learning.

Research's Importance:

The language is considered one of the superior invented by human,
it is nation's tongue, it is mean to convey the heritage, kept it, exchange the
opinions, ideas, sciences, and arts at own society and other. It is mean to
spirit connection among the one society's individuals. The nations have
given its national languages special attention because it is a mean to
understanding, and expression. The language is an important mean to
communication among societies, the language safety is an important
condition to achieve a correct communication, and understand its meaning.

Staring from the importance language in all life aspects, we must
attention with its curriculums and discover of what it is impeded its
learning methods, staring from the last Arabic language types is based on
the grammar, and it is the logic connection that collected the word's parts
to give the meaning. The grammar is the language's guard, and it aims to
protect the pens and tongue from the mistakes.

The grammar structures have many difficulties in spite of several
studies have done in this field to overcome its difficulties, the studiers has
due the difficulty grammar structure to itself materials; while some of them
have due to who will study the grammar structure; and others have due to
means and methods have followed to study the grammar structure.

Starting from the importance grammar because of it has high
position, the present research has taken its importance from the importance
materials that we are discussed it. The researcher has researched to define
“the difficulties materials that faced the students in the third stage of
Arabic departments in the Arts Colleges and the researcher based on the
grammar instructors and students of these departments to define their

opinions and suggestions to overcome these difficulties.

Research's Aim:

The present research aims to define the difficulties grammar that
faced the students of Arabic departments in the Arts Colleges by the
viewpoint of instructors and students by answer to two following
questions:

1. What are the difficulties grammar that faced the students of Arabic
departments in the Arts Colleges by the viewpoint of instructors and

students?



2. What are the suggested solutions to solve these difficulties by the

viewpoint of the instructors and students?

Research's Limits:
The present research has limited:

1. A sample of third classes students at the Arabic language
departments of Arts Colleges in Iraq for studying year (2004 —
2005).

2. A sample of instructors of the Arabic language departments of Arts

Colleges in Iraqi Universities.

Research's Procedures:
Research's society and its sample:
a. Research's society: it contains from the instructors and students in
the Arts Colleges, (8) Arts Colleges at Iragi universities.
1. Instructors' Society: (11) instructors at the third stages of
Arabic departments of Arts Colleges.
2. Students’ Society: the origin society of students represents by
third stages students of lIraqi Arts Colleges, their number
(852) students (male and female), of them (484) students male
formed (56.81%) of the research's society, and (368) students
female formed (43.19%) of the research's society at Arabic
departments of Arts Colleges.
b. Research's Sample:
1. Basic and experimental instructors' sample: the instructors’
sample is (5) persons; while basic instructors' sample is (11)
instructors. The researcher doesn’t remove the instructors'

sample in spite of little number.



2. Basic and experimental students' sample: the experimental
students' sample is (60) students (male and female) and they
formed (7.042%) of the research's society; while basic
students' sample is (198) students (male and female) they

formed (25%) of the research's society.

Research’s Tool:

The researcher based on the questionnaire as a tool of his research,
one of instructors includes (60) items; other of students include (63) items
divided into six fields they are:

1. Aims. 2.Book. 3. Instructors. 4. Students. 5. Teaching methods
and followed means. 6. Evaluation and examinations.

By used Person correlation coefficient, likely mean, percent weigh,
and the percentage as statistical means, in the light of instructors'
questionnaire the researcher has reached to results have limited the
difficulties material between ( 2 — 0.45) . The most important results is
weakness of materials curriculum book by using the daily language,
weakness the studying qualification of some instructors in the field of their
specialists, and it rarely holds sessions of instructors about the modern
teaching methods.

While the students' questionnaire has limited the difficulties of
teaching grammar material, it limited between (1.79 — 0.94). The most
important results in this questionnaire are: most of students do not know
the aims of teaching grammar, seldom the students are external reading and
infrequency the references that help students to understand the material.

The study has recommended in the light of the results with many
recommendations:

Used the Holly Qura'n, Prophetic Hadith, and literature texts as
applied sources to fix the grammar base at students; and care with



vocational aspect in teaching the grammar, give the using aspect in the
language most important because it helps to support the grammar base by
trying and practice to use this base.

Completely the present study, the researcher has suggested make
several of studies one of them:

1. It has done a study to evaluation the students’ levels in the
Arabic language department for each science from Arabic
language science.

2. It has done a comparative study between the students’ results in

the grammar and their results in the other languages types.
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
