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Abstract

The period from Y4Y43-V32A rise the most political figures to
participate with the political events which have been happened.
Especially, this period has been distinguished by uprising the events
and crises, the Second World War led and May's movement Y3 ¢) in
addition to many of events and the sequence conflicts after that led
to unstable in the general political position in Iraq. As well as the
political parties which have been appeared on the political stage
have an active effect in moving of more affairs and it have changed
the attitudes towards increasing of the demanded power to make
comprehensive change in the political life.

While the imperialism political in Iraq had been stayed try to
control on the affairs and imposed their control completely to ensure
their interested in Iraq, which was represented a position and fortune
by which it could control and provisioning their military forces and
their political plans.

The political dignitaries of Hilla had participated with the
political events, because their social background were supported
these participation. The dignitaries’ members participated among
Shukh tribal, owners' large authorities as there were who supported
by his position religious.

The political position which is occupied by the political
dignitaries of Hilla has a great effect to declare the attitudes and

opinions, those members occupied the different positions in the



governmental functions, while all dignitaries’ members occupied
parliaments' seats for different sessions and periods.

The membership of parliament council permitted a chance to
the political dignitaries of Hilla to declare their opinions in the many
of the political events in Iraq, also to declare these opinions in the
international political attitudes for Irag towards the events which
happened at this period.

The political dignitaries of Hilla was not absent of party's
work, many of their members participated in the political parties
which had been started appearing. Tawfiq Al-Swedi be in charge of
ministry president in Y £%, many of them approved their opinion by
the party's political who belongs to it and by the newspaper which is
spoken of party's tongue, or by the information which declared by
parties towards the events and crisis which have been happened on
the political area.

It's important to show that the most political dignitaries of
Hilla were participated with the governmental parties which loyalty
to the authority there are two parties the party of constitution union
which headed by Noori Al-Saaid and the party of socialism nation
which headed by Salih Jaber.

Their participations with opposition's parties or other political
confederate for few individuals from the dignitaries members. This
belonging led to variation of the attitudes and opinion, because the
belongings to the two mentioned parties had supported the
government's political in many of related with the political situations
from thoughts and decisions. The flatters and personal interested as

well as the fear of the parliament's seats behind many of attitudes.

The politics of Hilla declared on a uniform attitude
and it was supported to the Arab issue the Palestinian's issue, the
tribal conference which was held in province Hilla in Y4¢Y which
attended it by many of the figures of Hilla who marked in the
political work and tribal leadership.

Especially who were represented to the province Hilla in the
parliament council, this attitude came supported to the Palestinian's
issue and completing to the attitudes of the sequence Iraqi
government, because any of them didn't appear an attitude doesn't
support the issue way, they declared at any chance on necessity to
achieve the promise, Arab desires, self-determine and the Arab land.

The political dignitaries of Hilla followed the governmental
political attitude in the other Arab issues such as the three states
aggression on Egypt in Y312, the unity of Egypt and Syria in Y3eA
and the Arab union between Iraq and Jordan in Y 42eA, This following
was resulted from belonging the most of the political dignitaries
members of Hilla who were witnessed the events and they were
occupied the parliament's seats to the constitution party which
headed by Noori Saaid who has a great share in establishing the Iraqgi
ministries, and he established the most political projects which were
rising at that time. The political dignitaries of Hilla had been moved
behind Noori Al-Saaid and they were occupied the Parliament's seats
or they held the Ministry's position, thus, the interests were taken the

attitude also.
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
