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Abstract

Choosing the subject of The polics of Soviet union
towards Ethiopia 1974-1991 was a research topic in an
attempt to study and reveal the Soviet policy toward
Ethiopian relations during the study period that extended
from 1945-1991 in all its political, military and economic
aspects, where international relations were characterized by
clarity and breadth of scope according to political and
economic interests, not at the level of the world. All, and the
end of the Second World War was the beginning of new
interests and relations whose political and then economic
goals were determined according to the development taking
place in the world and the emergence of the two poles of the
international conflict, the United States of America and the
Soviet Union, and the beginning of the Cold War between
them, which was one of the most prominent stations of the
Soviet Union’s movement towards African countries and the
third world, including Ethiopia, which It had clear
economic, political and military relations during the period
1974-1991,

In the first chapter, it dealt with the Soviet policy towards
Ethiopia from 1945-1974, in which was the first beginning of
the intervention between the Soviet and Ethiopian parties, in
which the Soviet Union stood against the ambitions of the
United States of America in the region, especially Ethiopia,
as it stood in international forums during the division of the
Italian colonies in The Council of Foreign Ministers of the
major countries in 1947, and the conflict between the United
States of America and the Soviet Union over Africa,
especially the Horn of Africa, was influential in Ethiopia’s
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foreign policy, and its relations with the major powers, but
the Soviet political in that period did not find its way due to
the great opposition from the United States The United
States, which had strong relations with Ethiopia, and the
Soviets also intervened in resolving disputes between
Somalia and Ethiopia, especially after the independence of
Somalia in 1960, and demanded that border problems be
resolved by peaceful means and resort to the Organization
of African Unity and not to start fighting,

As for the second chapter, which was centered on the Soviet
policy towards Ethiopia 1974-1991, it is the beginning of the
change of Ethiopian politics after the fall of the emperor and
the transformation of power to the gendarmerie, as the
relations between the two roads increased, especially after
Mengistu failed to obtain weapons from the American side,
so he began to head towards the Soviet Union to obtain
weapons Announcing the establishment of a socialist
government on the Soviet approach, and thus Ethiopia
benefited greatly from its relationship with the Soviet Union,
as it provided it with political, economic and military
assistance.

Because of Ethiopia's adherence to the communist regime,
Cuba provided it with military aid, during the period of
Ethiopia's wars with its neighbors (the Ethiopian border
wars).

The Soviet Union provided assistance to Ethiopia in various
ways in order to reach the warm waters, whether bordering
the Red Sea or the Indian Ocean, because of its deprivation.
The Soviet Union wanted to impose its control over the Horn
of Africa region through Ethiopia, in order to prove itself,
and prove to the world the existence of the Union The Soviet
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as a global power capable of standing in the face of the
United States of America, the major colonial powers only
took into account their personal interests, and each of the
parties, whether the eastern or western camp, served only its
interests and goals aimed at achieving them, and obtaining
the largest amount of spoils that it could obtain. From
African countries (Ethiopia) from raw materials, due to the
Soviet tide in the Horn of Africa and East Africa, reaching
Ethiopia and forming good relations with it, the United
States of America began to reach the Middle East, in order
to put pressure on the communist tide in the mentioned
regions, came The American intervention in the Middle East
by pressure on the Soviet tide in that region benefited
Ethiopia, as it was the only beneficiary of that at that period,
from those events between the two most powerful parties in
the world. Pain.

The loss suffered by the Soviet Union regarding the issue of
losing its loyal states such as Egypt and Somalia, was one of
the most important reasons that made the Soviet Union head
towards Ethiopia, in order to compensate for the loss it
suffered in the Middle East (Egypt) and in Africa (Somalia)
in particular. After the Soviets stood in the Ogaden War in
1978 and stood with Ethiopia, it can be said that the loss of
Somalia to the Soviet Union and the acquisition of another
ally country such as Ethiopia, is a tax paid by the Soviet
Union to the United States of America due to the increased
pressure of the United States of America on the Soviet
presence in the Middle East, Soviet aid to Ethiopia It was
not without a price, but the price was high by interfering in
its foreign affairs and its foreign policy. In fact, the Soviet
aid itself was conditional in many times, that socialism and
Soviet support for Ethiopia was nothing but blatant
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interference in Ethiopian affairs, which the ruling regimes in
Ethiopia could not Ethiopia to reject it, because of its great
need for Soviet support at that time, and this is due to the
wars that Ethiopia fought with its neighbors, and the
attempts of newspapers and media outlets have failed.
Western mother in destabilizing the relations between the
Soviet Union and Ethiopia, through the articles that were
written, and aimed at driving a wedge between the two
countries, which did not happen, and despite the United
States of America tried to spoil the friendly and bilateral
relations between Ethiopia and the Soviet Union, by
accusing the Soviet Union of negligence in helping the needy
in the crises and famines that occurred in Ethiopia,

As for the third chapter, it dealt with military support for
Ethiopia from 1974-1991, when the Soviets began providing
military support to Ethiopia in order to strengthen its
presence in the region, taking advantage of its need, and
thus the region became unstable in the Horn of Africa, and
the Soviet Union’s military and technical assistance to
Ethiopia helped it overcome the Its neighbors during the
border wars with Somalia, Eritrea and Sudan, because of its
military superiority. The rise in the military power of
Ethiopia, and the growth of its forces and soldiers, led it to
try to flex its muscles on its neighbors and engage with them
in wars that are of no use except material and human losses,
and as a result the Soviet Union intervened in the internal
affairs of Ethiopia, especially the military establishment, to
the extent of its participation in the Military Strategic
Committee. The Supreme Court in Ethiopia, and the Soviet
Union imposed its control over Ethiopia, especially in the
military aspects, because of Ethiopia’s need for spare parts
for weapons imported from it, as well as their maintenance,
d



and the training of Ethiopian soldiers to operate them,
despite Ethiopia’s need for hard currency in order to buy
foodstuffs, but it was imported with it. Weapons from the
Soviet Union, given its need for military forces, because of its
many wars.

The military aid provided by the Soviet Union to Ethiopia
was not only intended to strengthen relations between the
two countries, but there were hidden reasons that the Soviet
Union did not announce, and intentions to control the Horn
of Africa, which is rich in cheap raw material, as well as
cheap labor in case the Union needed it. As a result of the
Soviet Union's intervention in the events between Ethiopia
and its neighbors, and supplying it with weapons, the United
States of America intervened forcefully in the region,
especially towards Somalia.

As for the fourth chapter, it dealt with Soviet economic
support in Ethiopia from 1974-1991. The Soviet policy
towards Ethiopia had a good return on Ethiopia. In times of
economic crises and famine, the Soviet Union provided a
helping hand to Ethiopia.

The Soviet Union aimed from its relations with Ethiopia to
reach the Persian Gulf, in addition to participating in the
exploitation of African primary resources, thus isolating
Europe from energy and primary resources, and on the
other hand, imposing control over the shortest route
between the Black Sea and the Indian Ocean, thus limiting
influence With the US in the region, Ethiopia made good use
of its good relations with the Soviet Union in a way that
enabled it to benefit greatly from it, as it obtained facilities,
loans and credit grants. Revolutionary situation, and needs
financial support.



The Soviet Union did not provide aid to Ethiopia or others
indiscriminately, but was conducting its own internal
studies, based on the extent of the economic development of
the country to which the aid was provided, in addition to its
closeness to communism.

In 1975, the Soviet Union preferred to change its direction
from pumping money in Somalia to Ethiopia, because it was
more inclined to communism than Somalia, other than that
it is a newly established country and possesses many of the
resources that the Soviet Union needs.

Despite all the Soviet aid to Ethiopia, it did not limit the
increasing burdens on the Ethiopian budget, due to the wars
it was fighting, which resulted in a slowdown in the
Ethiopian economic growth.

In 1991, the policy of the Soviet Union changed in Ethiopia,
especially in the third world countries, following its fall. One
of the manifestations of the fall of the Soviet was that the
Ethiopian government changed with the fall of Mengistu,
who ruled the country with

strong socialist systems that affected the country and
exhausted it and contributed to its weakening

SUBJECT: Your note re Somali concern about
Soviet Arms for Ethiopia

It is a good idea to try to exploit Somali concern
about Soviet arms being supplied Ethiopia. Our
objective should be to encourage the Somalis to
take a little more distance from the:Soviets. In
the longer run we should hope to make the Somalis
a little less intractible on territorial issues,
Diibouti, etc. But this is very long runmn. In

the shorter run the most we can hope for is that
the Soviet policy:of trying to play all sides
against each other in the Horm area might backfire.

Our relations with Somalia are too strained and
cool for us to be able to do much directly, how-—
ever and if we jump in too directly we may have
the wrong kind of effect. I am told the Somalis —
themselves have recently shown a very slight warm-—
ing toward us (though this seems very tenuous).
Most encouraging thing that can happen (and al-
ready seems to be happening tosome extent) is for
theiSaudis to start playing a role in Somalia.
They have the money to buy Somaiia-away from the
Soviets if they really wanted to.

“We have nothing to send to
the Soviet Union,”” Mr Wuhib
Muluneh, a spokesman from
the Ethiopian Government said
in London. “We are trying to
distribute what we can to the
three million drought victims.
Whatever aid comes to us will
not be diverted into any areas
except those mneeding assist-
ance.”

An unnamed Ethiopian offi-
cial who is seeking asylum in
Britain claimed in a report in
T he Sunday 7Times that grain
shipped by EEC countries to
Assab. on the Red Sea, was
being re-exported to the Soviet
Umnion. The report also claimed
that food aid from the EEC and
the United Nations World Food
Programime was recently found
in Ethiopian Army Camps.

Mr Wilfred Agnes, the Cana-
dian Ambassador to Ethiopia,
said that these reports had been
bandied around for some time
and that his staff had kept a
close eye on the ports and
would know if it had happened.

Aid workers who have
recently returmed from Ethiopia
agree that the Ethiopian
Government is taking the
drought seriously and that its
Relief and Rehabilitation
Commission, which distributes
ithe food, is a credible organiza-
tion.

However, Mr Paul Renshaw,
of Christian Aid, who hasi
recently returned from Ethio--
pia, said it would be naive to
imagine it was free from
influence, though he
had no evidence of aid going
seriously astray.

A spokessman for the Over-
seas Development Administ-
ration in London, which re-
cently gave £250,000 aid to
Ethiopia in addition to
£100,000 already pledged, said
that these new allegations would
have 1o be followed up.

But the idea that food goes
directly from the doners to the
mouths of the drought victims
is far from the truth. A
spokesman for the EEC in
Brussels vesterday said that the
80,000 tonnes of wheat sent by
the EEC to Ethiopia as this
Year's contribution was sold on
the open market in Addis
Ababa with the consent of the
EEC.

The money raised was used
to buy locally grown maize to
feed the hungry. In this way, the
EEC spokesman said, Ethiopian
agriculture is helped and people
in rural areas receive the food
they are used to rather than
imported wheat. It also cuts the
cost of trasporting the food
