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Abstract

The Greeks civilization is one of the most important ancient
civilizations that gave abundant wisdom and fruitful products to all
mankind, and in the process of this giving, it gave birth to men who were
known for their wisdom, intelligence, and uniqueness, which was
necessary for historians to start recording, to glorify the names and
actions that were clearly manifested in the written pages, and he was one
of the most important and greatest personalities whose name had to be
crowned with gold. He was the owner of the golden age, Pericles, the
famous Athenian leader, surrounded by glory as his name meant in
Greek, that leader who was known for his political acumen and precious
rhetorical speech, as he was distinguished by the concentration of his
mind and his sobriety, and his clear love for philosophy. This can be
shown, with his closeness to philosophers and teachers and giving them a
status worthy of them. Just as we cannot turn our eyes away from his
prominent political and leadership role in Athens, which made him a
source of trust and interest by his people and his followers. It represents
the desire of the majority of Athenians, and thus Athens deserved to enter
into the period of his leadership in the era of glory and greatness at the
hands of that leader who warns of an aristocratic family with its well-
known status and history in ancient Athens.

Therefore, this unique and exceptional personality in the history of
Greece - despite criticism and contradictory opinions by historians
regarding him - lies in its importance in its distinguished political role, as
well as its achievements that affected Athens at all levels. And he made
his history, which is the civilized and scientific aspect, as he was familiar
with the Sopbhistical philosophy and rhetoric, as he was approached by
every philosopher and teacher who loves wisdom and science, and he also
brought about a clear change in some of the prevailing traditions with
regard to women and their education or their freedom to learn and attend
cultural salons, and in the spirit of these actions The necessity that
prompted us to study this personality with its biography and
achievements, and fact-finding by presenting it in the historical way and
extracting information related to it from various sources, books and
scientific articles, and shedding light on its essential role in the political
and civil life of Athens.



For this, we have put forward a hypothesis for the letter, represented
in the fact that the Athenian leader Pericles was a totalitarian ruler whose
role was not limited to the political side only as most of his predecessors
did, but rather he dealt with all aspects without neglecting, just as the
signs of intellectual and philosophical diversity and the multiplicity of
schools of philosophy, which distinguished him The ancient Greeks and
the world knew it through them. It was launched later from the womb of
this period and as a reaction to the sophistical ideas that prevailed in the
country at the time. It also changed some customs and traditions as well
as laws to what alternates with the gradual development of Athens and its
people, and these important changes and additions must have their
motives. Political aspect, which is represented by his desire to assume
leadership and establish his authority by winning the majority.

The approach used in writing this thesis was to follow the historical
descriptive approach to narrating the events, in order to facilitate access
to the goal that we hope to include information related to the subject.

The nature of the study demanded dividing the material into three
chapters preceded by an introduction and followed by the results that we
reached. The first chapter, titled (Pericles’ Social and Practical Life), was
devoted to studying the personal biography of the Athenian leader
Pericles and his scientific life. And his surnames, as it contained another
important aspect that had a clear and evident impact, which is the private
life that includes his marriage and his relationship with his mistress,
Aspasia the Miletus, as we touched a little on her origin and what she did
in Athens, because that is important, which we will learn about when we
reach the demand related to this character that did not take her right in
history. As for the second topic, we referred to his education, his most
prominent teachers, his Sophistical philosophy, as well as his famous
sermon.

Whereas in the second chapter, light was spotted upon the political
side or the political achievement, and it was entitled (Pericles' internal
and external policy), so we had to start it with a first topic in which we
dealt with the political situation in Athens before the advent of Pericles,
and then we hoped for a second and third topics, the second included
politics Pericles' internal affairs, including the removal of his opponent
Kimon and then the disqualification of Ephialtes. Then, in the third topic,

we stopped at his foreign policy. Discussing Peloponnesian wars, and
then Athens' superiority over the allies, concluding with the Battle of
Samos.

As for the third chapter, we had to title it with regard to the
achievements of Pericles, in which he excelled, which are the
administrative and civilized achievements, so it became titled (The
Administrative and Civilizational Achievement of Pericles), and
according to that, it was obligatory to consist of two sections. We dealt
specifically with the issue of the courts and the judiciary, as well as the
introduction of the wage system, the citizenship law, as well as the status
of women, and then foreigners and slaves in the era of Pericles, after
which we referred to the economic achievement and its basics related to
agriculture and trade. In the second topic, we touched on the cultural and
intellectual achievement, including talk about philosophy, astronomy,
engineering, and medicine. We also did not lose sight of art, parties,
holidays, the importance of the urban aspect, and finally theater and
poetry.
