Ho Chi Minh was considered one of the most prominent political ‘.v
figures on the scale of Vietnam, Indochina and its regional surroundings ‘})
extending to China and several countries in Southeast Asia, in addition to \4
his political and revolutionary influence that extended at the global level to ‘,’)
include the Soviet Union, France, Britain and the United States of
America.

Ho Chi Minh was not a searcher for power, but he believed in
communist thought, and therefore we see him practicing his communist
role during his travels in his youth, as he contributed with every active
factor in establishing the French Communist War, the Indo-Chinese
Communist Party, and the Vietnamese Communist Party, as well as \
establishing several communist revolutionary associations and
organizations with the goal of Including achieving the liberation and
independence of his country




Ho Chi Minh, during his presence in France, Britain, the United |§\
States of America, and China, specifically in the cities of Canton and Hong
Kong, played a key role in extending the influence of communist thought
to them, especially through his writings and articles that he used to write
and publish in several newspapers that he was establishing and supervising
their editing under pseudonyms.

Ho Chi Minh worked during his revolutionary and political activity in
order to achieve successful planning in the independence of his country,
such as Ho Chi Minh, the spiritual father of the Vietnamese until the
present time, for his great contributions in establishing the Vietnamese
revolutionary and liberation movement.

Ho Chi Minh's social environment influenced the refinement of his
political and even military skills, making him an outstanding revolutionary[/
leader for the Vietnamese people in particular, and the rest of the peoples \{
of countries with communist leanings that were under the control of the
French and British occupation, especially in Southeast Asia. \{

He traveled to most countries of the world, especially France, Britain "v

and the United States of America, as well as the Soviet Union and China,

Throughout Ho Chi Minh's life, he secured and consolidated \4

revolutionary and patriotic ideas aimed at defending the cause of the rights (,’)

of colonial countries and those oppressed peoples by European and \{

American capitalism and imperialism. v

Ho Chi Minh led the revolutionary independence movement, which ))
aimed to liberate his country at the beginning of the forties of the twentieth "v
century from the Japanese occupation through the French occupation, up
to his resistance to the American military intervention until his death.

Ho Chi achieved several political and diplomatic gains from the
Geneva Conference, which consolidated his strong political and diplomatic
presence in the international arena, and enabled him to gain political and
even military support from China and the Soviet Union, which then




enabled him to launch his war on South Vietnam in order to achieve a
unified Vietnam.

Although Ho Chi Minh did not see the realization of his dream of unifying
Vietnam and eliminating the American presence in Vietnam, his political,
military and revolutionary ideas and principles became the approach and
path followed by his comrades after him, until Vietnam gained its full
independence, which came in the wake of the withdrawal of the United
States Which enabled the establishment of a unified Vietnam.
